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03 Instructions for Use

Battery indicator and charging

Battery level indicator

When the product is working, its battery indicator light is on.
When the power is = 20%, the white indicator light always
stays on.

When the power is < 20%, the red indicator light always stays
on, indicating that the product needs charging.

Charging

Please fully charge this product before first use. Please
charge the product using an adapter that matches the
product's charging power through a charging cable. The
adapter is not included in the product package. Please buy
asafe and compliant USB adapter.

Charging status:

When the product is being charged, the white indicator light
breathes.

When the product is 100% charged, The indicator light remains
illuminated for 20 seconds and then goes out.

Note:

Do not use the product when it is being charged.

Power on/power off/gear switch

Power on
Press and hold the ON/OFF button for 2 second to power on
the product and it will start working.

Power off
When the product is working, press and hold the ON/OFF
button for 2 second to make it stop working and power it off.
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Gear switch
The product will run in high gear by default after being powered on. Press the ON/OFF
button to switch to low gear, or press the same button to switch to high gear.

Boost mode
Inany gear, press the Boost Mode button to activate the Boost mode for more powerful
performance. In Boost mode, press the Boost Mode button again to return to the former gear.

Installation and cleaning of the dust suction accessories

Installation of the dust cup

Align the dot marking on the dust cup with the unlocking marking on the machine body, insert
the dust cup, and rotate it clockwise to tighten it up. When the dust cup is installed, the dot
marking on the dust cup will be aligned with the locking marking on the machine body.You can
remove the dust cup by rotating it counterclockwise.

Installation of the dust cup nozzle
Align the bump on the dust cup nozzle with the groove at the dust cup rim, insert the dust cup
nozzle, and rotate and tighten it clockwise until you feel an obvious blocking sensation, which

indicates that the nozzle is in place.

To remove the dust cup nozzle, rotate it counterclockwise.
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Installation of the dust cup

After installing the dust cup, align the raised outer ring of the slit suction head with the groove
at the dust cup rim, insert the head and rotate it clockwise until you feel an obvious blocking
sensation, which indicates that the head is in place. The brush component is movable. It can
be pulled and pushed back and forth. To remove the slit suction head, hold it and rotate it
counterclockwise.

Installation of the multi-functional brush head

Align the bump on the multi-functional brush head with the groove at the dust cup rim, insert
the brush head, and rotate and tighten it clockwise until you feel an obvious blocking
sensation, which indicates that the head is in place. To remove the brush head, hold it and
rotate it counterclockwise.

The comb section of the brush head can be flipped to adapt to different cleaning scenarios.




Installation of the air nozzle

Installation of the subtle air nozzle

For dust blowing: Align the bump on the air nozzle with the groove at the blowing port, insert
the nozzle, and rotate and tighten it clockwise until you feel an obvious sensation of blocking,
which indicates the nozzle is in place.

For dust suction: Align the bump on the air nozzle with the groove at the dust cup rim, insert
the nozzle, and rotate and tighten it clockwise until you feel an obvious sensation of blocking,
which indicates the nozzle isin place.

To remove the air nozzle, rotate it counterclockwise.

Installation of the swim ring nozzle

Align the bump on the swim ring nozzle with the groove at the blowing port, insert the nozzle,
and rotate and tighten it clockwise until you feel an obvious sensation of blocking, which
indicates the nozzle is in place.

To remove the nozzle, rotate it counterclockwise.

Removal and installation of the dust cup filter

1. Flip open the metal puller at the bottom of the dust cup and pull the filter cartridge outward
to remove it.

2. Rotate to unlock the filter cartridge cover, and remove the metal mesh from the cartridge. If
you need to replace the filter, please clean the inside of the dust cup first.

3. Align the new filter with the metal mesh and rotate it into place. After rotating to tighten the
cartridge cover, push thefilter in from the bottom of the dust cup, and secure it to complete
the installation.
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Caution

Use with caution when the allowable pressure of the balloon is lower than the product's
maximum inflation pressure.

Install the dust cup before dust suction. Do not use accessories other than the dust cup for
dustsuction, as the intrusion of fine dust may damage the product.
