® The device must be grounded by a copper wire with a cross-sectional area of 2.5 mmz2 and
a ground resistance no more than 4 Q.

@ \/oltage stabilizer and lightning surge protector are optional depending on the actual power
supply on site and the ambient environment.

@ To ensure heat dissipation, the gap between the device and the surrounding area should not
be less than 10 cm on the sides and 10 cm on top of the device.

® When installing the device, make sure that the power plug and appliance coupler can be easily
reached to cut off power.

® Outdoor models of the device must be securely installed on poles or brackets that are
perpendicular to the ground. Make sure the entire surface of the device and all its related
components are covered with anti-oxidation coating (such as rust preventive paint), and that
the installation site and height of the device meet the requirements of the plan.
